Bishop Hall Jubilee School was established in 1961 to
commemorate the Silver Jubilee of the Right Reverend
Ronald Owen Hall as the Bishop of the Anglican
Diocese of Hong Kong, Macao and South China (now
reorganized as Hong Kong Sheng Kung Hui Province).
The laying of the foundation stone on 10th December
1961 marked the blessing of God to this school. The
school was relocated to its present address in 1962.

The school facilities were upgraded in 2005 through the
School Improvement Project to meet students’ learning
needs in the 21st century. Endeavours to expand
the new wing and the recent campus refurbishment
helped provide our students with a more modern study
environment with state-of-the-art facilities.

In the past 60 years, many alumni have embarked on
distinguished careers and amongst them are notable
scholars and eminent professionals in different walks of
life both locally and abroad.

Bishop Hall Jubilee School is a school affiliated with Hong
Kong Sheng Kung Hui. The religious objective of our school
is to promote the teachings of Jesus Christ and His values.

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World Scholar’s
Cup Team

The BHJS World Scholar's Cup Team represents the
school to compete in the World Scholar’s Cup Rounds.
The World Scholar’s Cup is an international academic
competition gathering talented students from over 80
countries. It brings young people from different cultures
together to discuss issues and ideas relevant to today's
world. Participants are required to study intensively and
research extensively on a theme in 6 different subject
areas: History, Art & Music, Science, Social Studies,
Literature and a special area decided by the organizer.
The World Scholar’s Cup consists of four major events:
Team Debates, Collaborative Writing, Scholars’ Bowl
and Scholars Challenge.

Our World Scholar’s Cup team was established in 2018
and have since achieved remarkable accomplishments.
Jubileans have outperformed many outstanding scholars
in local and international schools, reaping awards in all
rounds of the competition. Our members also advanced
to the Tournament of Champions held at Yale University
to compete with top scholars from all over the world.
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STEM Education

Our school promotes STEM across various platforms, including formal curricula, project learning, Project
Alpha, co-curricular activities and service learning.

We have set a new direction for the junior forms Computer Literacy curriculum following the "ABCD"
principle (A: Al; B: Big Data; C: Coding; D: Design thinking).

Last year our two F.4 students joined the Python Application Challenge. They were required to be familiar
with the basic structure of robot cars and use Python programming to complete tasks such as line-following
and obstacle avoidance, and delivery of a red block to the finishing area. In order to test their abilities to
solve problems on-the-go, the route and tasks were only given on the day of

the competition. After two rounds, they received the First Class Award in

the competition.

In the Social Innovation - Community 4.0 Competition, five students
from F.3 to F.5 solved real-world problems in the North District
through technology. They displayed empathy in understanding
residents living there. They finally got the Residents Favourite
Award and Outstanding Performance Award.

RoboMaster competition is a robotic competition
and academic exchange founded by Da-Jiang
Innovations (DJI) and specially designed

for global technology enthusiasts.

Our students joined the training

workshops and participated in team

battles.
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BHJS Solar Power Project

Our school has installed a 50 kW photovoltaic system, which consists of 144 solar panels, on
the rooftop of our academic building in August 2019. We participated in Hong Kong's first
large-scale solar power project commissioned by the CLP Renewable Energy Feed-in Tariff
Scheme in the education sector.

In the last two years, it has produced more than 120,000 kWh of electricity and generated
tariff revenues of more than $HK480,000. At the same time, the system also reduced carbon
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emissions by about 60,000 kg.

In August 2021, the capacity of the system was further expanded by Solar Harvest, the
government-funded scheme, which helped install an additional 34 solar panels over the
rooftop of the Activity Center and provided an extra 10kW in capacity. The revenues
generated will be used to support student development, including providing scholarships and
supporting the implementation of environmental and STEM education.

Building on the success of this project, the theme of solar power has also been applied and
integrated into the curricula in different subjects and in extra-curricular activities to maximize

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students’ educational exposure to the solar power project in technological, environmental,
economic, and social perspectives.

The solar energy project nurtures students’ sense of social responsibility
and provides them with opportunities to promote environmental education
inside and outside the school. For instance, our STEM Society students
showcased the solar power project to our visitors during the Information
Day.

The Student Ambassador Scheme will also use the solar panel system to
educate primary students about STEM and renewable energy, promoting
and practising the vision and value of sustainable development.

As a pioneer in the solar power project in the city's local schools, our school
has offered visits for six local primary and secondary schools to share our
experience in implementing the project and how to use the project to
educate our students.

The whole project was initiated by our distinguished alumnus and School
Council member, Dr Lee Yui Bo, who fully funded it and oversaw the entire
project from conception and completion. The school would like to thank Dr
Lee for his tremendous contribution and donation.

We organise inter-house competitions to unite students in
four houses, namely Red, Blue, Green and White Houses.
With the effort of the Student Union and different clubs
and societies, our students participate in various co-
curricular activities.

The BHJS English Debating Team represents
the school in an array of local and international
debating competitions such as the Hong Kong
Secondary Schools Debating Competition and Sing
Tao Inter-School English Debating Competition.
In addition, the team has taken part in British
Parliamentary Debating Championships, Mock Trial
and Mooting Competitions and Hong Kong Model
United Nations conferences organized by tertiary
institutions.

Our debating team members are provided with
regular intensive training throughout the year to
equip them with English public speaking skills,
critical thinking skills, and debating techniques.
Apart from the mastery of generic skills, debating
team members become acquainted with local and
international issues through the debate preparation
process.
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FRE A& T4 F M, —This is the slogan of our
Chinese Debate Team, and it is the spirit we continue to
pass on.

The BHJS Chinese Debating Team is committed to
promoting debate. We hope students will improve their
analytical and speaking skills through discussion. Not
only can students boost their self-confidence, they can
also enhance their critical thinking skills. In doing so,
they study extensively, inquire prudently, think carefully,
distinguish clearly, and practise earnestly. The debating
team members participate in different academic debate
competitions and achieve impressive results every
year. For example, the team won the Hong Kong Anti-
epidemic Cup champion and the third runner-up in
the seventh Hong Kong Chinese University United
Cup. In addition, we are also actively participating in
international competitions. Our team members went
on a trip to Malaysia for the World Schools Chinese
Debating Championship, which was an eye-opening
experience.

To further promote Chinese debates, our team has
created the " XX ® & " and the " & 1T & ", hoping
that students will realize the fun in debating. We have
trained outstanding defenders during the pandemic
by participating in a series of overseas and local online
competitions. This year, nearly 100 people signed up to
join our team, and we admitted half of them after the
interview. With the growing number of team members,
the BHJS Chinese Debating Team will continue
popularizing Chinese debates on campus.
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The school works hard to popularize sporting activities and promote the spirit of
sportsmanship. Immense effort is put into ensuring the availability of a wide range of
sporting venues and equipment for students (such as indoor sport climbing facilities,
indoor basketball courts and gymnasium equipment). The school designs a diverse
curriculum: sports like pickleball, golf, skateboarding and sport climbing are brought
into the curriculum to enhance students’ learning interests and cater to learning
diversity. Students can strengthen their physical fitness, polish their ability to work
with others, and establish a healthy lifestyle by learning the skills and knowledge of
various sports and participating in different sporting events.

Our school offers more than ten sports teams for students, making up one-fifth
of the total number of students. The school has hired external coaches to provide
professional guidance for our students and enhance their skill levels in different
sports. Through the daily regimented training and many inter-school competitions,
students can learn teamwork skills, develop tenacity, and tackle life's challenges with
an enthusiastic and positive attitude. In addition, our students are eager to challenge
themselves by participating in the "Around the Island Race” Men's Open Double
and the Inter-School Snooker Championship.

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Global Experience

Nowadays, student learning should not be limited to the
classroom, so cultural exchange is popular. Students should step
out of the school and Hong Kong and engage in cultural activities
in places beyond their daily lives. To facilitate this, our school
organizes a series of programmes to provide students with new
ways of learning, through which students can immerse themselves
in various cultures.

To develop students' potential, our cultural exchange programmes
cover many aspects. Our school teams have performed in other
countries, participated in competitions and joined knowledge
exchange seminars. For example, our choir has competed in the
Taipei International Chorus Competition. The Chinese Debating
Team has also participated in the World Middle School Students
Debate Competition in Malaysia, whereas the World Scholars
Cup team has taken part in the Yale University competition in the
United States. These eye-opening experiences have enriched the
lives of Jubileans.

In recent years, we have also organized themed excursions such
as leadership exchange programmes, English learning, cultural
research, and technological innovation tours. Vietnam Innovation
and Technology Tour, Future Star Beijing Tsinghua Exchange
Group, STEM German Study Tour, and Canadian English Study
Tour were held to boost students’ growth in all aspects.

Overseas service tours and rural experience tours focusing on life
experiences and community service have been held to broaden
students’ horizons. Our school also participated in the Cambodian
service exchange and the Mainland rural tour to enhance students’
global vision.

During the pandemic, we have organized cross-regional online
exchanges and participated in online international competitions,
so that students can have more exposure to the world and hence
enrich their knowledge.

The parents and teachers of our school collaborate
closely to ensure the balanced growth of body, mind,
and learning for all students. The Parent-Teacher
Association will occasionally organise and host various
developmental and recreational activities, such as
seminars on parent-child communication and a Form
One fellowship lunch, to strengthen the bond between
children and their parents.

The BHJS Alumni Association was incorporated
in 2000 as Bishop Hall Jubilee School Alumni
Limited, a company limited by guarantee.

The mission is to facilitate fellowship among
alumni and connect alumni with the school and
current students to bring about mutual support,
recognition, and contribution to society.

Each year, the Alumni Association organises
several activities for alumni and current students
to connect and strengthen the bond between
former and present students. These activities
include BBQ night, Activity Day, Hiking,
Homecoming Ceremony, Annual Dinner, Career
Fair and The J-Link Mentorship Programme (Job
Shadowing).

It also offers numerous scholarships to current
students to encourage them to excel in their
studies and other learning experiences.
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Thanks to the generous support from our school alumni
network, many scholarship funds have been set up for students
as recognition for their exceptional achievements in academia,
conduct, cultural and physical arts (including language, sports,
music, and the arts) and community service (both within the school
and the wider community). From 2018/19, the alumni network
is offering entry scholarships for three exceptional primary six
students enrolling into Bishop Hall Jubilee School.

Experience and Job Shadowing

This program aims to provide a valuable opportunity for our Form Four and Form Five students to widen
their horizons and prepare for future careers and life planning. Well-supported by our professional alumni,
the program consists of work experience and job shadowing. Professional fields, for example, medical

practitioner, physiotherapist, business, leadership training, watchmaking and so on, are matched with the
interests of our students.

As for work experience, student participants (mentees)
are offered a chance to gain practical hands-on work
experience of 3 to 5 days in various professional fields.

As for job shadowing, it allows student participants
(mentees) to acquire comprehensive knowledge about
what an employee of a particular job does every day.
